taped at CBGB', with appearances
by members of Bad Brains, Agnostic
Front, Warzone, Murphy's Law &
Sick Of It All. & the 32-track CD has
12 songs of Harley's recent studio
material, with authentic conviction
that remains true to its roots, the first
4 include €ro-Mags members Ryan
