fighters in the region attended a vehicle extri-
cation program titled (FREE) First Responder 
Emergency Extrication Class on October 23rd. 
The class was hosted by Fradella’s Collision 
Centers and the National Auto Body Council. 
Firefighters were presented with information 
pertaining to new vehicle construction and extri-
cation techniques when dealing with newer ve-
hicles and hybrid vehicles. After the classroom 
portion was complete firefighters were able to 
put those skills to use on 10 new model vehicles 
that were donated through State Farm and Gei-
co Insurance Companies. Chelsey Waller Moly-
neux of Fradella’s Collision Center expressed 
they wanted to assist firefighters in giving them 
the knowledge and assisting them in performing 
their jobs especially in vehicle extrication with the 
evolving trends in new vehicle construction.
