"Bob Dylan World Tours 1966-1974 Through The Camera of Barry Feinstein"

This will be short, because a wire-service review was published a few weeks back. Though Feinstein's pictures are fantastic, particularly his preferred black and white, this DVD (street date 3/5/05) would be better as a coffee table book, unless you're an obsessive Dylan completist. There's too much talk and not enough action.

The photo galleries with over 150 exclusive Dylan tour photos from 1963, 1966, 1971 and 1974 are great. I can imagine a book featuring them plus Feinstein's commentary. However, director Joel Gilbert trotting around Woodstock and Manhattan interspersed with that commentary (plus more from "Dylanologist" A.J. Weberman and others) is boring, even when backed by instrumental versions of Dylan classics by Highway 61 Revisited, "the world's only Bob Dylan tribute band."

They have the look and sound down pat, but watching Gilbert in action (especially signing a young lady's jeans as Bob Dylan) is not wonderful. Get it at local music/video outlets or www.musicvideodistributors.com.
