HIT CANADIAN TV SERIES TO ARRIVE ON DVD OCTOBER 6th
LOS ANGELES, CA, September 24, 2009… Video Service Corp. announced today that it will release seasons one and two of the hit Canadian TV series Corner Gas on DVD on October 6th, 2009.  Corner Gas is sure to enchant audiences with its small-town feel and big-time laughs and a sense of humor that translates across borders. Hailed as “wonderful” by the Gannett News Service, the DVDs have a suggested retail price of $19.98 each.
Corner Gas is Green Acres meets Northern Exposure Starring creator, writer and comedian, Brent Butt, the show chronicles the life (or lack thereof) of lead character Brent Leroy – owner of the gas station that serves as the center of Dog River, Saskatchewan’s social life. The Ruby Café next door is renowned for dishing out its famous “bite-sized” chili dogs with a side order of the day’s latest gossip. The winning ensemble of characters ranges from Brent’s wacky parents and best friend to new arrivals and regulars in their lives. 
Corner Gas’ acclaimed cast has an undeniable chemistry: Fred Ewanuick (Tru Calling) plays Brent’s lovable and ignorant best friend Hank, while Eric Peterson (Slings and Arrows) and Janet Wright (The Perfect Storm, Monk) appear as Brent’s over-involved parents, Oscar and Emma. Lorne Cardinal (Relic Hunter) and Tara Spencer-Nairn (New Waterford Girl) are Davis and Karen, the only police officers in this one-horse town, and Nancy Robertson (Dead Like Me) plays Wanda, a highly-overqualified gas station employee. Gabrielle Miller (The Outer Limits)  is newcomer Lacey, who runs the café next door to the gas station. Together, they bring us a show that is delightfully funny and easy to love. 
Winner of three consecutive Gemini Awards for Best Comedy Program or Series and nominated for an International Emmy Award, Corner Gas’ off-kilter comedy is a witty throwback to the days when sitcoms ruled the airwaves. The show pokes fun of everything from Pilates to wine snobbery. In a small-town where everyone knows everyone, change is akin to a four-letter word and dysfunctional relationships are the norm.  
Corner Gas premiered in the United States on the Superstation WGN in September 2007, and continues to be a favorite for locals, but certainly developed a loyal cable following here in the US.  Here’s what the critics said:
