Cab Calloway: Hi-De-Ho (Swing Series) (MVD) 
This compilation of clips and outtakes from Cab Calloway's HI-DE-HO feature film offers an amazing insight into his working process. An incredible performer on stage, Calloway's exuberant showmanship lights up the screen as he works his way through a variety of numbers, including perhaps his best known song, "Minnie The Moocher."

Duke Ellington & Lionel Hampton (Swing Series) (MVD) 
This fascinating release offers archival material from the 1940s and 1950s from Duke Ellington and Lionel Hampton. The clips are called "soundies" and were hugely popular in movie theatres. Extremely rare, SWING ERA offers some stunning footage from a bygone era that jazz fans are sure to appreciate.

Peggy Lee & Friends (Swing Series) (MVD) 
Peggy Lee is captured performing in the swing era on this fascinating document of a highly memorable time for jazz music. Much of this material is culled from "soundies" -- short film made for the consumption of moviegoers in the 1950s and 1960s. Historically important, the reissuing of this material proves a welcome addition to the Peggy Lee visual archive.
