Public Enemy came into the hip-hop culture and totally took it over by storm, making the rules up as they went. The result was Professor Griff, Chuck D, Flavor Flav, Terminator X and Bill Stephney becoming some of the most respected (and controversial) figures in 1980s.

Public Enemy originated an innovative style of hardcore rap that was musically and politically revolutionary. Chuck D, the lead rapper, was one with the mic as he spewed social awareness issues that were like poetry. He was not only speaking for the black community, but the whole community of the United States. Overlaying their rhymes was a music that boasted power with their production team called the Bomb Squad. With relentless beats and pure funk along with varied samples, Public Enemy had the entire package.

These showstoppers are captured on one DVD for memory’s sake.  It Takes a Nation: First London Invasion Tour 1987 is taken from the Def Jam tour and gives a great live look at what a great live group Public Enemy really was.  From the opening intro to their lead song “Raise the Roof,” these bad boys have the crowd in the palms of their collective hands. They go on to bring down the house with ten classic songs including “Bring the Noise,” “Rebel without a Pause” and their closer “Public Enemy Number One."

1987 was a time when the Berlin Wall was standing and President Ronald Regan was holding office. The group had a lot of vocal ammunition to make people aware, and this show at London's Hammersmith Odeon captures the legendary rap group on the top of their game.
