This short session is part of a larger series called the "Stars Of Jazz DVD Series"; the first two volumes will be released Tuesday.

These economically priced DVDs present legends of jazz at their creative peaks, and the sounds are as varied as they are cool. "The Big Band Feeling" by Duke Ellington is the other April release.

This show features The Miles Davis Sextet (Davis/trumpet and flugelhorn, John Coltrane/saxes, Wynton Kelly/piano, Paul Chambers/bass, Jimmy Cobb/drums) and The Gil Evans Orchestra performing on CBS' "The Robert Herridge Theater" from the early 1960s.

Four compositions, including Davis' "So What" and Evans' "Blues For Pablo," make this a highlight of vintage jazz programming that Miles' diehard fans may already be aware of.

However, the music is of such high quality that even jazz neophytes like me really enjoy it. There are other volumes in this series, including performances from Billie Holliday, Nat "King" Cole and Count Basie.
