Boat In the Smoke
(Punker Vision)
 The United Kingdom’s Leatherface has been punking it up for many years now. But it wasn’t until they broke up and then reformed in 1998 that they started to make their mark amongst punk fans. BYO Records had a lot to do with the reemergence of Leatherface when the lable released a split EP with Hot Water Music. After a tour and the release of their full-length album Dog Disco, Leatherface has maintained quite a following with the punk genre.
 This new DVD, Boat In The Smoke, is live shows preformed in March of 2004. The 16-song DVD spans the group’s entire career giving the viewer quite a retrospective in the band’s past. The band does play many selections off their last full-length album, but the crowd gets whipped into a frenzy from their older material before they called it quits. The band closes the live set with a killer and sardonic version of the classic “You Are My Sunshine.”
 Since Leatherface has been around a lot longer than a lot of their so-called pop punk bands, their stage show is more defined with the musicians’ professionalism. Leatherface has paved the way for these kids reaping the rewards, but Leatherface clearly shows on Boat In the Smoke that they are well-seasoned veterans of street punk. 
 Along with the live show from Camden, you get bonus live footage from Sunderland. That show gives you seven more songs from the band when they played in 2001. You also get an interview with Leatherface leader Frankie Stubbs that is very interesting.
