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Though its production is slightly Star Search-esque and the awkwardly phrased, several-page directions on how to hook up your audio-visual feed somewhat hilarious owing to its release by German distributor Ohne Filter (it actually begins with the phrase, “There are many roads that lead to Rome…”), Soul on Fire is a compilation concert title that doesn’t disappoint, 70 minutes of solid soul deliverance. John Miles’ “Pale Spanish Moon” and Mark King’s “Bitter Moon” provide a great lunar-themed one-two punch, even if Terence Trent D’Arby delivers a too precious rendition of “Sign Your Name.” The release’s direction and sound work are superlative, nicely blending intimate shot selection with wider masters, and making the compilations other highlights—namely Curtis Mayfield’s “Do Be Down,” Walter Trout’s heartbreaking “Frederica (I Don’t Need You)” and Tony Joe White’s “Closer To the Truth”—all mini-films of a certain poignancy. Other tracks include Phoebe Snow’s “Poetry Man,” Joe Louis Walker & The Bosstalkers’ “The Gift,” Bill Wyman and the Rhythm Kings’ “I Put a Spell on You,” America’s “Daisy Jane,” Ian McLagan’s “Warm Rain” and Southside Johnny & The Asbury Jukes on, you guessed it, “Souls on Fire.” (James Stanton)
