Rick Wakeman recording live in the studio on 
acoustic piano, crafted with 
motion pictures, high-end graph-
ics and emotive imagery to bring 
to life a collection of material 
that many will be familiar with, 
whether from a religious back-
ground or not. It presents stun-
ning visual interpretations 
shaped from a timeless collec-
tion of beautiful, inspiring, instrumental 
arrangements of traditional hymns, with varia-
tions on some of the most popular melodies and 
themes ever produced.

 Rick Derringer decided 
to raise some money and awareness for hurricane 
relief in his native state of Florida with the help of 
his friends. This includes Eddie Money, Loveboy, 
Dee Snider & Twisted Sister, Mark Farner of 
Grand Funk Railroad, Dickey Betts of the Allman 
Brothers, Michael Bolton, and more.

This DVD features 2 
complete sets. The first set was recorded live in 
Cannes, France and the second comes from the 
Church Street Station in Kissimmee, Florida. 
Moore, one half of the R&B duo Sam and Dave, 
has earned seven gold and platinum records and a 
1967 Grammy Award.

Recorded at the Royal 
Festival Hall in London in 1985, this DVD 
includes Damone’s classics such as “On the Street 
Where You Live” and “An Affair to Remember” 
as well as many other hits and standards from his 
vast repertoire. Over the course of his career, 
Damone recorded over 2,000 songs, appeared in 
several motion pictures, had his own TV show on 
NBC, and his own radio series on WHN New 
York.

Combining the instrumental influ-
ence of Ray Brown and Charles 
Mingus and the vocal styling of 
Sarah Vaughan and Ella 
Fitzgerald, jazz bassist and 
vocalist Kristin Korb has created 
a sound all her own. The DVD 
also includes insightful artist 
interviews interwoven with the 
live footage making it the complete package for 
Korb fans.
