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As a producer, Jack Dangers has been at the forefront of the digital and electronica music revolutions, ably twirling knobs for artists as varied and popular as Nine Inch Nails and the Chemical Brothers. His side project, meanwhile, Meat Beat Manifesto, has served as the outlet for his own sonic sorcery, with synthesized scratches and the like wrapped in wobbly dub beat swaddling clothes. This release, scattering Dangers’ source mixes across six speakers, places listeners at the center of his beating aural heart. It’s not a straight video compilation and it’s not a concert per se; rather, it’s a type of newfangled trance companion. Video director and motion-graphics artists Ben Stokes handles the visuals—ranging from a static shot of a hi-fi amplifier, its counters and controls reacting to the music, to outer space dreamscapes and split-screen pinwheel-esque shape-shifting—which can be played song by song or in a straight loop. Basically, think of it as a dub cousin of the planetarium’s Led Zeppelin, Grateful Dead and U2 laser-light presentations. If you’re into the music—and, more than likely, into the bud—you’ll find plenty to “expand your mind” and appreciate. Otherwise, stick with Meat Beat Manifesto’s audio releases. (James Stanton)
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
