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Looking For A Thrill: An Anthology Of Inspiration (Thrill Jockey) (Buy It!) takes its mission—seeking out stories of individual people's watershed musical moments—very seriously. The five-hour DVD, conceived by Thrill Jockey's Bettina Richards and directed by Braden King, gathers more than a hundred talking-head interviews—some dull, some touching—from the well-known (Björk) to the indie-centric (Archer Prewitt, Steve Albini) to fans. Watching Ian MacKaye waxing philosophical about a high-school love of Ted Nugent, or Tim Rutili explaining an incredible Neil Young show can be inspiring, but liberal use of the DVD player's "search" button is necessary.

There's no actual Bob Dylan music on Bob Dylan World Tours 1966-1974 (Music Video Distributors) (Buy It!), though director Joel Gilbert appears in full Dylan drag, interviewing the folk legend's '66 and '74 tour photographer Barry Feinstein. Feinstein shows some pictures and tells some anecdotes, which Gilbert expands on through interviews with other Dylan cronies. It's a fans-only DVD, but those fans should find it fascinating...

In 1966, avant-jazz icon Sun Ra collaborated with New York experimental filmmaker Phill Niblock on the abstract black-and-white short The Magic Sun (Unheard Music Series/ Music Video Distributors) (Buy It!), now available on DVD with all its high-contrast extreme close-ups and beautifully ominous atonal skronk intact. Fans of fringe music should also be pleased with the DVD release of Craig Baldwin's 1995 documentary Sonic Outlaws (Other Cinema) (Buy It!), which covers the flurry of lawsuits and "fair use" philosophizing that ensued when pop pranksters Negativland ripped off U2 and Casey Kasem. —Noel Murray and Josh Modell
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
