Anyone who loves music has to have an admiration for Bob Dylan. Songwriters and poets want to write like him, musicians want to play like him, and everyone has a Bob Dylan story they are willing to tell.
World Tours 1966 – 1974 is a DVD that captures the legendary musician in some photographs and interviews with people who have been involved in his life over the years. The DVD is produced by Joel Gilbert, who is the head of Highway 61 Revisited. This is a Bob Dylan cover band that not only sounds like Dylan but has a striking resemblance to him as well.
Gilbert is a rabid fan. He follows Dylan all over the globe snapping photos of his idol. In Woodstock, New York, Gilbert pairs up with Barry Feinstein. Feinstein, of course, was the official photographer on Bob Dylan's 1966 UK Tour. This was a time when Dylan bucked tradition and went from acoustic to electric guitar.
Gilbert also gets the chance to interview journalist Al Aronowitz. He was the man responsible for setting up Dylan with The Beatles. Also on the list of interviews is filmmaker D.A. Pennebaker and Dylan’s stalker A. J. Weberman. These interviews don’t hold as much passion as they once did because they take place decades after the fact. Also, Gilbert is not a journalist, so his questions to said people were not very well scripted.
What World Tours 1966 – 1974 boils down to is Joel Gilbert’s 150 photos of his idol captured with senseless interviews with people who have rubbed elbows with one of the world’s greatest songwriters.
