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The Spencer Davis group is best known for their hit "Gimmie Some Lovin'." Their original line up, as showcased here was Spencer Davis, Steve and Muff Winwood and Pete York. The British band was formed in Birmingham in 1963. Their sound was pigeonholed as "blue eyed soul." This was long before the term gained the derogatory connotations it came to have when used to describe dreck produced by Hall and Oates and others of their ilk. The show opens with "When I Come Home" and runs through two more cuts before coming to a screeching halt for a backstage interview. The whole set is only eight songs and includes their takes on "Georgia On My Mind," "Mean Women Blues," Elmore James' "Dust My Blues" and the title track. Obviously the editor was asleep at the switch when he decided to interrupt the performance footage with talking. It's an even worse editing screw up considering that there is a separate documentary entitled "With Their Face On" at the end of the disc. Both the concert footage and the documentary were shot in black and white. The documentary was shot in 1967 for German television and by that time the Winwood brothers had left the band. Most of the documentary is random shots of the band at press conferences, rehearsing, joking around, and laying down tracks in the studio. The majority of the footage is of little interest and merely serves to expose the less glamorous side of '60's British pop stars. A few shots of small club performance pique some interest right about the time the viewer is ready to nod off.
