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This month’s Music Movies sizzle with the spirit of Flamenco in AGUJETAS, CANTAOR and FLAMENCO SOY (complementing the City of Chicago’s Flamenco 2005! Festival), the bittersweetness of NINA SIMONE, LOVE SORCERESS, the cosmic Sun Ra in THE MAGIC SUN, and a live dose of John Zorn’s musical take on Jewish culture in MASADA: LIVE AT TONIC. 
THE MAGIC SUN 1967, Phill Niblock, USA, 17 min. 
Filmmaker, photographer, and sound-artist Phill Niblock shot THE MAGIC SUN in 1966, when Sun Ra was based in New York. Using a special negative film stock that eliminated the need for an interneg, he took images of Ra and his band, the Solar Arkestra, playing their instruments, with extreme close-ups that turn their bodies into abstractions. This screening complements the first release of THE MAGIC SUN on DVD (Atavistic/Unheard Music Series).
