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Although it’s not the Iggy n’ Stooges in their fucked-and-frantic heyday, this reunion performance (with Mike Watt on bass) from 2003 is decent—how could they possibly achieve the same level of intensity?—and a macabre showcase of a barrel-chested, potbellied punk rocker who should be dead but can still freak out. The real goody is in the special features; a “legendary” and Watt-less New York in-store performance where drummer Steve Mackay plays on cardboard boxes and buckets and Iggy plays VH-1 Storyteller and enlightens the crowd as to the origin of the Stooges’ classic tunes. Also worth a try are the karaoke versions of the songs, sure to liven up any occasion.
