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It was mind blowing when Iggy and the Stooges got back together in 2003. When they announced Mike Watt would be filling the bass slot left vacant by the late Dave Alexander it seemed like a punk rock dream come true. 

If you missed any of Stooges reunion shows, you can relive the group's 2003 performance in their hometown of Detroit on "Iggy and the Stooges: Live in Detroit." The DVD features the band's full set, an in-store performance from New York and a Mike Watt journal reading. 

Iggy still commands a spastic presence as lead singer and guitarist Ron Asheston's proto-punk guitar playing still sounds solid. The band runs the entire "Fun House" album (save "L.A. Blues") and the DVD's best moment comes as the band thrashes through "Real Cool Time" and Iggy invites 250 fans to dance on stage with him.
