You have to love things that spell the word hits with a “z,” and you have to additionally love 1970s band Sweet, who combined glam, rock, bubblegum, a dash of punk and a heaping helping of moxie with some of Kiss’ stolen wardrobe department to winning effect on numbers like “Wig Wam Bam,” “Turn It Down,” “Hell Raiser,” “Poppa Joe,” “Funny, Funny” and, of course, “Ballroom Blitz.” This colorful DVD release contains rare performances from some of their later, heavier rock efforts, plus band profiles, a discography, exclusive in-depth interviews with Andy Scott, Nicky Chinn and producer Phil Wainman and even some material from the 16mm shorts that Sweet used to promote their singles in foreign territories. (If only this were a more common practice — can you imagine the boozy theatrics of the Rolling Stones, Zep and ’70s supergroups?) Timed to coincide with the re-launch of Creem Magazine, this disc is a must for anyone looking to relive those bygone glory days. Other songs featured on the hour-and-a-half release include “Co-Co,” “Slow Motion,” “Little Willy,” “Blockbuster!,” “Fox on the Run,” “Action,” “Love is Like Oxygen,” “Teenage Rampage” and—groupie tales, anyone?—“The Six Teens.” (James Stanton)
