"The Murder City Devils: Rock and Roll Can't Wait"

isn't a straight recording of a live performance (though live footage figures into the proceedings).

Rather, it's an interesting and insightful documentary that looks into one of the more interesting bands to come out of the Seattle scene (and that, you have to admit, is really saying something). 

With a sound that encompasses the punk style, a bit of the grunge ethic, and the catchy added layers of keyboards - plus a whole helluva lot of apparently unrestrainable energy - the Murder City Devils can really get a crowd going. 

Listening to their music and watching them play (and seeing the audience's response) is really something.

You'd swear you were at a punk show, except it's something other than simple punk rock. Fueled by rambunctious rebellion and playing loud as fuck (maybe that's why I keep flashing on punk, though it's safe to say much of the Seattle sound is post-punk in pedigree), the manic energy of the performers is almost as engaging as the music itself.

Of course, in addition to the music there are the behind-the-scenes snippets which are always one of the best ways to really find out what the personality dynamics of a band are like.

And, of course, there are the interview segments (which include more than just band members), where you really get to hear some background from the horse's mouth.

Something that struck me - to return to the music - about this band is the dynamics displayed in their music. While always holding true to the Murder City Devils' style, the band shows a capacity for bringing a presentation distinct to the venue in which it is being put on.

All told, this is one of the more interesting bands to come from the Seattle underground and this documentary is a good way to get to know them.
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
