NRBQ, "One in a Million" (MVD/Creem) THREE STARS

This is the first-ever commercially released DVD spotlighting one of America's 

best bands, and it captures NRBQ in its prime time, 1989, with a lineup that 

still included inimitable guitarist "Big Al" Anderson.

Together with mates Terry Adams, Joey Spampinato and Tom Ardolino, Anderson 

and NRBQ rock through a relatively brief nine-song set highlighted by a 

blistering take of "12 Bar Blues," the effervescent "Little Floater," the 

off-the-wall "Here Comes Terry" and a full-throttle "Shake, Rattle & Roll."

The DVD, which runs only about 40 minutes, also includes a surprise bonus in 

the delightfully eccentric 2004 video for the title song from NRBQ's latest 

album, "Dummy."

It's great to have NRBQ on DVD at long last, but this is just a teaser. A far more 

elaborate DVD culled from their recent career-spanning 35th anniversary reunion 

concert in Northampton, Mass., is currently in the works. Based on the brilliance 

of those shows, that's something to look forward to.
