The Dead Boys brought New York punk rock from Cleveland into the hearts of misfits in the mid-Seventies, but there are few recordings of the destruction that ensued. Rod Swenson's film, originally filmed in 1977 at punk mecca CBGB's, brings Stiv Bator's reckless abandon onstage into the pop culture lexicon. Regardless of low-tech recording - including several minutes of dark stage due to blown lighting - Dead Boys: Live! At CBGB remains an important chapter. Along with recent interviews with guitarist Cheetah Chrome and manager Hilly Kristal, the recording is a portal into Seventies punk.
