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In 1981, the Stoogeless Iggy Pop toured in support of the Party LP, opting to play in intimate club settings instead of larger theater venues. Of course, this is the norm today, but in 1981, it was a hell of a novelty to go to a club and see a legend -- one still riding high on the arc of his fame, at that. Iggy was still under the spell of David Bowie at this point, which was either a good thing or a bad thing, depending on your point of view. It's hard to argue with the recruiting decisions made for this tour, though. Iggy fronts an exciting band that features Bowie's favorite sidekick, guitarist Carlos Alomar, bassist Mike Page, Mumps guitarist Rob Duprey and Blondie drummer Clem Burke. They're all about energy and excitement all the way through this show, bashing and rocking enthusiastically as Iggy sashays about the stage in a skirt and panty hose. Oh, Iggster... Remember when you could pull off that look? Pop plays it coy much of the time, playing peek-a-boo with the crowd, seemingly moving in slow-mo in front of his amped-up comrades. The one warning that I feel I should offer is that there's a definite DIY feel to this. Yes, there are multiple cameras, but it was shot on video without much concern for sound quality, and so there are some moments when you can hear Iggy just fine, and others when you see his lips moving but only hear the band. It didn't happen enough to diminish my overall enjoyment of the video, though. If any part of your heart holds a place for the true spirit of punk rock, you won't be able to help but get into this. Look, it's Iggy. In a skirt and hose. Filmed in the years before total flame out, when that mystical sumthin' was definitely still there.
