 The production of this DVD is as raw and punk rock as Iggy Pop himself. The footage is from early on in Pop’s career when he was fronting a band with future Blondie drummer Clem Burke and future David Bowie guitarist Carlos Alomar.
 This live footage was taken in November of 1981, right after Thanksgiving. The band was coming off the end of their tour, but was still as rambunctious as the first day of the tour. For more of the show, the punk icon is wearing a skirt with garters and stockings. The crowd loves it, and Iggy plays up to them quite well, whipping them into punk rock frenzy.
 During the show in San Francisco, the band whips through classics from Iggy’s catalog of songs, including the show opener “Some Weird Sin,” “Rock & Roll Party,” “Lust for Life” and “Dum Dum Boys.”
 Iggy closes the show with the aptly titled “I Need More,” because he seems he could go all night belting out his punk classics for these loving fans. Iggy Pop is a ball of fire on stage in 1981, just as he still remains today in 2005. He is the consummate live performer and truly a punk pioneer.
