Dressed in a mini skirt and garters for most of the show and backed by Bowie  guitarist Carlos Alomar and Blondie Drummer Clem Burke, Iggy tears through a 12 song set that was in support of the “Party” album and does not take any prisoners along the way. Songs like “TV Eye” and a pre-Carnival Cruises/Trainspotting/(Cough) sellout version of “Lust for Life”, Pop’s songs  become a new beast entirely when performed live.
