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Got a great DVD the other day: "Turbonegro: the ResErection." Besides great live footage that's actually worth watching, the DVD tells the story of the break-up of the band in 1998 following singer Hank's descent into heroin addiction on their last tour. The film tells the story of Hank's sequestering and convalescence in northern Norway, where he worked at a maritime museum. Mundane details about the band's personal lives become interesting as the band's history is played out and the reunion shows begin. The music is "Apocalypse Dudes" and "Ass Cobra" era stuff, their best material. Turbonegro may look like the Village People but there is no denying their uncanny abilities to rock...
