 Murder City Devils were formed in Washington in 1997 with vocalist Spencer Moody, guitarist Dan Galluci, bassist Derek Frudesco, drummer Coady Willis and guitarist/bassist Nate Manny.
 The band stuck to their roots of rock and roll to formulate pure rock with the punk edge. No pop punk for these guys.

After releasing a few singles, their debut album was released in 1998 on Sub Pop’s imprint label Die Young Stay Pretty. With a great impact, the band moved up to the Sub Pop label and worked with legendary producer Jack Endino. In ’99, they followed up with Empty Bottles, Broken Hearts and toured extensively. Keyboardist Leslie Hardy (formerly with Hole) joined the band and their sound was complete. In 2000, the band once again recorded a more raw sound of an album with John Angello, entitled In Name and Blood. The Thelema EP soon followed, and unfortunately the band called it quits. Before the breakup however, the Murder City Devils played an arsenic final show for their hometown fans at the Showbox Theatre on Halloween night 2001.

Luckily for fans of Murder City Devils, the show was captured and is now released on DVD by Music Video Distribution. The End: The Final Show Halloween 2001 captures the raw power of what the Murder City Devils were all about. The DVD contains 18 songs from their entire catalog of albums including "Rum to Whiskey," "I Drink the Wine" and "Dance Hall Music." To watch this live performance is to know why the band has left an everlasting impression and influence on bands today.
