Jazz aficionadoes should seek out the "Stars Of Jazz" series offered by the folks at Music Video Distributors. The series includes Miles Davis: The Cool Jazz Sound ($14.95) with the Miles Davis Quintet (featuring John Coltrane on sax) with the Gil Evans Orchestra in a 1959 performance on Robert Herridge's television show. Shot in crisp black and white, it clocks in at just 25 minutes and four tunes (So What, The Duke, Blues For Pablo and The Rhumba) - short but oh-so-sweet.

The series also features Duke Ellington: The Big Band Feeling ($14.95) in two 1959 performances of the super suave Duke and his band playing signature tunes such as Sophisticated Lady, Mood Indigo, I Got It Bad and That Ain't Good and Solitude.
