So, I was quite enthusiastic to sit down and watch these
documentaries, to see what new golden nuggets of information I
could glean from them. Sadly, not much. While interesting, these
really are a retelling of information that's already widely known -
therein lies the irony, as probably only superfans would want to sit
through these, but anyone with even a passing interest in U2 will
already know most of what's presented within.

Still, you can't complain about a couple hours of footage on & of
the band - no music, unfortunately, but the talent and stellar
career of the group is on full display in this collection, and for that
it's worth checking out.
