Johnny “Guitar” Watson

 Before you heard the wailing sounds of Jimi Hendrix or the screeching solos of Eddie Van Halen, there was a man long before these budding guitarist even began to think of playing the coveted six strings.

 In 1954, blues legend Johnny "Guitar" Watson recorded what was to become his signature masterpiece tune “Space Guitar.” The single was an electronic adventure into realms unknown in the guitar world. He worked feedback in his favor and experimented with guitar tricks never before heard of in those days. He did all that without using a guitar pick, too.

Ohne Filter is a German music television show that takes no breaks throughout the performance. The name “Ohne Filter” means “No Filter.” Johnny “Guitar” Watson’s shows were filmed in July of 1990, and the R&B guitar master pulls of a wonderful set of his standards and classics. The 10-song DVD features Watson whipping through one of his last hits “Strike on Computers,” “Ain't That a Bitch” and “Gangster of Love.” You also get a blistering encore closing out the set with “A Real Mother for Ya.” There is also an extra added bonus song “Gangster of Love,” which is the extended version from 1987.

 Johnny “Guitar” Watson in Concert: Ohne Filter is a nice addition to any collector of music of fan of Mr. Watson. Johnny was born in 1935 in Houston, Texas and died in 1996 in Yokohama, Japan, but with releases like this, he will not be forgotten.
