In August 1965, Ruth Anson was a teen-age reporter for ABC-TV news whose assignment was the “teen beat.” In that capacity, one of her first interviews was the Beatles, where she asks Paul McCartney if he has any plans for marriage. His off-the-cuff remark, “One if you’ll marry me.” Forty years later, Anson seeks closure and attempts to reconnect with McCartney. She is “helped” by a documentary filmmaker who takes advantage of the situation for his own gain. The DVD is funny, disturbing and a bit sad. It features a decent digital transfer.
