Paddy Ryan: Chain Link Fence

Over the past 30 years progressive rock has become an acquired taste. You either love it or hate it and, in his brief 
communication, Ryan seems equally of two minds. There is a feeling that part of him would love to put some distance 
between his contemporary music and the oft-named lights of 1970s progressive rock. Then, there is the part of him that 
clearly recalls Peter Gabriel-era Genesis, Rush, Gentle Giant and others. He's reached a sort of Back to the Future 
compromise, which makes the album seem new yet familiar and, because it is wilfully out of step, refreshing.
