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3 CDs, 82 Tracks, 21 different artists comprising 224 minutes of prime downhome blues recorded in the Motor City between 1948 and 1962 – a 48 page booklet, littered with vintage photos and label shots,  written and compiled by Mark Rowe …..What more do you want?
This superb set features vintage tracks by blues master John Lee Hooker – Detroit masters such as Eddie Burns with his superb ‘Biscuit Baking Woman’ – the wild gutbucket blues of Bobo Jenkins, with my old friend Robert Richard on harmonica – the intense delivery and strident guitar of Eddie Kirkland – the hard drinking and equally hard-hitting blues of LC Green – and the rampant, rollicking blues of Doctor Ross – it’s like dying and being transported to blues heaven.
There are 14 tracks by a personal favourite of mine, Baby Boy Warren (I have three LPs of his which I still cherish) – and let’s not forget harmonica master Little Sonny who could be as lowdown, funky and greasy as the best – plus lesser known but nonetheless interesting, and to me fascinating downhome blues from the likes of Martee Bradley, Detroit Slim, Harvey Hill Jr, Sam Kelly, Bob Kelly, Clarence Posey, Big Jack Reynolds, Henry Smith and Little Daddy Walton.
Add I backing musicians of the calibre of Big Maceo, Bob Thurman, Robert White, Walter Mitchell, James “Rabbit” Johnson and Boogie Woogie Red, and you have a set that deserves to be ….no … ought to be and belongs in every true blues aficionados’ collection.  (www.wienerworld.com)
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
